Please thoroughly read over the Parking Rules before signing below:

Only American Fork High School Students will be eligible to purchase a Parking Permit.

Student Parking is located in the south parking lot and the driving range. A student parking permit is required to park
on campus, including the driving range.

Cars must be moved off the driving range by 2:30 or they will be towed.

Students parking off campus need to follow all city parking rules or they will be ticketed by the city.

Students that are not enrolled at our school and only come here for seminary, must obtain a Seminary Parking Permit
from the Seminary Office. These students are not allowed to park on our campus.

Permits are S5 and can be purchased at the Finance Office. After being purchased, permits can be picked up from the
Parking Attendant, whose office is in with the Advocates. Receipt must be shown and parking form must be filled out
and given to Parking Attendant to pick up permit.

Two Parking Permits per students will be allowed for purchase as long as fees are paid or payment arrangements have
been made at the beginning of the school year.

STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO PURCHASE A PERMIT FOR ANOTHER STUDENT. IF CAUGHT, BOTH STUDENTS
WILL LOSE PARKING PRIVILEGES.

Parking Permit is non-transferrable and can only be used with the car that it’s registered to.

Permit must be affixed to car, on the driver’s side, lower left corner and number must be visible. Taping,
laminating, or adhering sticker in any other way will result in a ticket ($10 ticket). Previous years parking stickers
need to be removed.

If replacement permits are needed due to a new windshield, new car, etc., a new one will be issued at no charge if the
old pass is brought in. If old pass is not brought in, a new pass will be issued for $5.

If a different car must be driven without the student’s pass on it, they must let the Parking Attendant know, or the car
will be ticketed.

PARKING PERMITS DO NOT GUARANTEE A PLACE TO PARK. Spaces are limited, so plan accordingly.

AFTER RECEIVING THREE TICKETS, PARKING PASS WILL BE REVOKED. If a car with revoked pass is seen on campus
again, it will be towed at owner’s expense.

For an unidentified car, after two tickets, the car will be booted ($50 fee).

Parking fines must be paid before any optional school activity/material is purchased.

All parking ticket appeals need to be appealed within two weeks from time the ticket was issued or the appeal will
be automatically denied.

All cars must be parked in marked stalls in the parking lot.

All student parking in located in the south parking lot. Students parking in the driving range need to have a parking
pass.

Students (full and part time), will not park in Faculty or Visitor Lots for any reason and for any amount of time.
Students are not allowed to be in the parking lot during class time.

The school isn’t responsible for theft or damage to cars while in parking lot. These incidences must be dealt with by
American Fork Police.

Distributions of fliers and notes on cars are not allowed.
The speed limit is 5 mph on campus.
Our school reserves the right to amend regulations as necessary.



e  Parking passes may be revoked at any time that the school sees fit.
®  American Fork City, not the high school, is responsible for parking on Caveman Blvd, and neighboring streets.
e  Visitors need to check in with the main office and leave car information there to avoid being ticketed.

Citations are as follows:

e 510 - No visible permit, improper installation of permit.

e  $10- Permit being used on a car that pass is not registered to.
e  $20- Parking in the student lot in a no stall area.

$25 — Parking in a prohibited area such as visitor, faculty, Handicap Stall, fire, bus zones and areas outside the student
lot where there isn’t a visible painted parking stall.

$50 — Boot Fee. After parking on campus two times without a pass, car will be booted.
