1 ly. These tests will be administered on Tues-

day, March 6th. We strongly encourage eve-

ry sophomore and junior to take these tests.

The ACT is used for college admission and

most universities require an ACT score. By taking this test,

one of the hurdles of getting into college has been cleared.

Often, students will take the ACT more than once to get a

higher score, improving their opportunities to get scholarships

or get accepted to a higher-ranking university. Every junior
should take the test!

The PLAN test is a great way for sophomores to gauge how
they will fare when they take the ACT as juniors. It also helps
them decide which classes they might want to take to better

prepare themselves for their future. This makes schooling
more relevant and provides motivation for students to im-
prove in areas of weakness. Due to the testing of sopho-
mores and juniors, we ask seniors to use this day for activi-
ties such as university or college visits, career exploration,
job shadowing or visiting a vocational training center. Seniors
should not be at the school before noon, so as to minimize
the noise during testing. Lunch for all students will be
served from NOON-12:45 pm. From 12:45 - 2:15 pm we
encourage all students to work with teachers on make-up
work, turning in missing work, making up absences and tar-
dies in Attendance School or any additional help necessary.
